On 11-27-12 around 2218 hours, I was dispatched to a physical domestic at 10488 18 P1 SE Lake Stevens. {
- S (v-1) was advising that her husband, Ylils SR (a-1), shoved her down and kicked her, She added that
he was a Seattle PD Officer and weapons were not involved in the incident. She also said that he may be HBD.
Prior to my atrival, (2219 hrs)NSEME called 9-1-1 advising that there was no assault and {gPwas HBD. He added
that they were now separated with he being downstairs and his wife upstairs. .
T arrived around 2229 hours and both persons were calm and met me at the front door when I knocked, o did
not appeat 1o be intoxicated, but he said that he had just taken an ambien in preparation for going to bed prior to the
incident, He denied that there was any assault and told me the following. He and Nll#Pare ending their marriage
and havestarted the legal paperwork for same. She is moving out of the residence this coming Saturday. This
incident began when §lif came home and W was preparing for bed, They started to argue at the doorway of
his bedroom and @ said: that he told her he didn’t want to talk about it, WP kept pressing the argument, so
dimys told me that he put his arms up to push her back from the doorway so he could close it and go to sleep. He
added that she fell or slipped due to her intoxication level and not from any force from the pushing her back. He
said that it seemed so ridiculous that he started to laugh at her. @Ml then got much more angry and got up and
called 9-1-1 and went into her bedroom and shut the-door. At that point, dgmmm called 9-1-1 also when he heard that
she said she was assaulted. @il did not have any marks or injuries,

Italked to WM upstairs after talking to W 1 could smell some intoxicants but she did not appear to be
intoxicated. She had some redness in her eyes and it looked like she may have been crying prior to my arrival, She
beeame very animated as she explained to me the following, She agreed that they were arguing at the doorway of
ammm’ bedroom. She told me that he did not lightly push her back so he could close the doot. She said that he
became very angry and grabbed her shoulders with each hand and violently pushed her back so hard she fell ,
backwards on the floor and she feared that it may escalate to worse., She did not think she was injured, just fearful.
She seemed confused when I.asked her about if she was kicked or not. I told her that the dispatched call advised she
sald she was kicked. #jilfl§said that there was o kicking involved in the incident.

SR (0ld me that she did not want &mem® to get into any trouble, she just wanted him to leave. 1 advised her of the
DV law and she was adamant that she was assaulied and agreed to provide a written statement, T also gave hera DV
pamphlet with this case number, :

[ advised \gEEBhe was under arrest for assault 4 DV and placed him in handeuffs. T read him the Miranda warnings

from my issued card and he advised he understood and wanted to remain silent. T booked him into the county jail on
the assault 4 DV, '

Lt Bryant responded to my location and collected the above information. He advised Seattle PD of their Officer’s
arrest,
